Coghlin’s five NCAA champi-
onship game appearances are the
second most in Division III history.
Coghlin needs just three more wins
to become just the 37th coach in col-
lege hockey history (all divisions) to
win 400 games.

UW-Superior coach Dan Stauber
(UW-Superior, 1988) is 216-81-44 in
his 12th season in Superior.

Last Year:
St. Norbert split with UW-

Superior on Jan. 20-21 at Amsoil
Arena in Duluth, Minn. Superior
took the opener 3-0 behind 33 saves
from Drew Strandberg and a pair of
goals from Justin Faryna. The
Green Knights salvaged a split with
a 5-4 win the next day. Johan Ryd’s
shorthanded goal was the game-
winner and B.J. O’Brien made 21
saves for St. Norbert.

St. Norbert topped Superior 3-0
on Feb. 4 at the Cornerstone
Community Center. Joe Perry and
Adam Hammerbeck scored second-
period goals and Cody Keefer
added a power-play marker in the
third. B.J. O’Brien made 19 saves for
St. Norbert and Drew Strandberg
turned away 30 shots for the
Yellowjackets.

St. Norbert completed the season
series with a 2-1 win over the
Yellowjackets last March 5 for the
NCHA Peters Cup Championship.
Nick Tabisz and Johan Ryd scored
goals for the Green Knights, while
Derek Stauber scored an extra-
attacker goal with 45 seconds left
for the Yellowjackets. B.J. O’Brien
made 30 saves for St. Norbert, while
Drew Strandberg turned away 20
shots for Superior.

St. Norbert enters the series with

Knights, 4-3-1 in the Northern
Collegiate Hockey Association, tied
St. Olaf 2-2 last Friday before drop-
ping a 3-2 decision on Saturday at
St. Mary’s. The Green Knights are 1-
2-2 in their last five games.

Massingham has three goals and
seven assists for 10 points.

Sophomore goaltender Drew
Strandberg is 7-4-1 this season with
a 1.99 goals against average and
.908 save percentage. He has made
12 of the Yellowjackets’ 15 starts in
net this season.

Superior is 9-for-55 (16.4 percent)
on the power play and 37-for-51
(72.5 percent) on the penalty kill.

Tie Tattles:
St. Norbert’s four ties this season

already matches a school record.
The Green Knights also produced
four stalemates in 1994-95 (9-14-4)
and 2007-08 (27-1-4).

The Green Knights are one of two
NCAA Division III teams to have
that many ties this season, joining
Marian’s 6-3-4 mark.

St. Norbert has produced a pair of
2-2 ties (Nov. 4 with Gustavus
Adolphus and Jan. 6 with St. Olaf)
and a pair of 5-5 draws (Nov. 12
with UW-River Falls and Nov. 26
with Marian).

Home Sweet Cornerstone:
Despite St. Norbert having a 27-

game home unbeaten streak
snapped in a 3-2 loss to St.
Scholastica on Dec. 9, the
Cornerstone Community Center
has been friendly confines for the
Green Knights.

St. Norbert is 135-9-7 in its last 151
games at the Cornerstone
Community Center.

The Green Knights had a 25-game
home winning streak - the second-
longest in NCAA Division III histo-
ry - snapped with a 2-2 tie to
Gustavus Adolphus on Nov. 4. St.
Norbert also owns the NCAA
Division III record with a 36-game
home winning streak set Oct. 25,
2002 to Oct. 29, 2004.

In the last nine-plus seasons, the
Green Knights are a sparkling 148-
12-9 at the Cornerstone, with three
losses and one tie coming to nation-
al champion UW-Superior during
the 2001-02 season.

All-time, St. Norbert is 157-16-10
at the Cornerstone Community
Center, which includes a 9-4-1 mark
there its first season in the building
in 2000-01. Under Tim Coghlin, St.
Norbert is 235-38-16 at home, which
includes games at Brown County
Arena, Resch Center and De Pere
Ice Arena.

Tough After Two:
St. Norbert suffered its first loss of

the season when leading after two
periods when it dropped a 3-2 deci-
sion Saturday to St. Mary’s. The
Green Knights led 2-1 after two
periods before letting the lead slip
away. The Green Knights are now 6-
1-1 this season when leading after
two periods. 

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
an astounding 214-1-2 at home
when up after two periods. The
Green Knights were 13-0 at the
Cornerstone Community Center
last season when leading after 40
minutes.

St. Norbert had a home unbeaten
streak when leading after two peri-
ods of 200 games (197-0-3) before it
was snapped by UW-Stout in a 4-3
overtime loss on Feb. 7, 2009 -
Coghlin’s only home setback when
leading after two.

At home, St. Norbert is 232-2-3 in
school history when leading after
two periods. The Green Knights'
lone other loss when up after two
periods on their own ice came on
Nov. 18, 1989 in a 3-1 loss to
Augsburg when St. Norbert lost a 1-
0 lead.

St. Norbert had an overall 247-
game unbeaten streak (240-0-7)
when leading after two periods
stretching over almost 12 years until
St. Scholastica beat the Green
Knights 3-2 on Jan. 19, 2007. It was
the Green Knights’ first loss in such
a situation since a 5-4 overtime loss
at UW-Eau Claire on Jan. 21, 1995.

The Green Knights are 0-2-1 this
season when trailing after two peri-
ods and 1-1-2 when tied after two
periods. St. Norbert was 0-3 last sea-
son when trailing after two periods.
It was 6-0 when tied after two.
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Gimme Five:
St. Norbert is unbeaten in its last

241 games when scoring five goals
or more with a 234-0-7 mark since a
7-5 loss to Bemidji State in De Pere
on Jan. 12, 1996. 

St. Norbert is 5-21-6 in its last 32
games when allowing five goals or
more dating back to the 1996-97 sea-
son. The only five wins came in a 9-
5 win over St. Scholastica on Feb. 20,
1999, a 7-5 win over UW-Stout on
Nov. 30, 2001, an 8-5 win over UW-
Stout on Jan. 14, 2005, a 7-5 win over
UW-Stevens Point on Feb. 3, 2007
and a 7-5 win over Gustavus
Adolphus on Oct. 31, 2008.

The Green Knights have allowed
five goals just 18 times in their last
305 games. 

Poll Position:
St. Norbert has been ranked in the

USCHO.com Division III Poll for
181 consecutive weeks. The Green
Knights have been ranked in 219 of
225 polls conducted since its incep-
tion at the start of the 1998-99 sea-
son - the most of any school in
Division III.

The Green Knights were 6-1
against ranked teams last season,
but had a six-game winning streak
against nationally ranked foes
snapped with its loss and tie at UW-
River Falls Nov. 11-12. St. Norbert’s
sweep at UW-Eau Claire on Nov. 18-
19 moved the Green Knights to 2-1-
1 against nationally ranked teams
this season.

During the 181-week stretch of
being ranked, St. Norbert has been
No. 1 for 49 weeks -  trailing
Norwich’s 56 for most all-time. St.
Norbert was rated No. 1 in the 2003,
2004, 2005, 2007, 2008 and 2011 final
polls. The Green Knights are 71-13-
6 all-time when ranked No. 1.
