St. Norbert and Superior have met
40 times in the past 13 seasons, with
St. Norbert holding a 22-8-10 edge.
The Green Knights are 20-5-8
against Superior since a 2002 loss in
the NCAA Tournament quarterfi-
nals at the Cornerstone Community
Center.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Tim Coghlin
(UW-Stevens Point, 1989) is 427-
117-46 in his 20th season in De Pere.
The Green Knights are 282-47-29 in
the last 12-plus seasons. Coghlin’s
417 wins as a coach in the NCHA is
the league record, 47 more than
Bemidji State’s Bob Peters’ 370 wins.
Coghlin’s six NCAA championship
game appearances are the second
most in Division III history. Coghlin
became just the 37th coach in col-
lege hockey history (all divisions) to
win 400 games when St. Norbert
beat UW-Stout 4-2 on Jan. 20, 2012.

St. Scholastica coach Mark Wick
(St. Scholastica, 1985) is 114-101-29
in his ninth season in Duluth.

UW-Superior coach Dan Stauber
(UW-Superior, 1988) is 229-95-50 in
his 13th season in Superior.

St. Norbert swept St. Scholastica
6-1 and 6-2 on Dec. 7-8 at Mars
Lakeview Arena in Duluth, Minn.

The Green Knights swept UW-
Superior 5-0 and 3-1 on Jan. 11-12 at
Wessman Arena in Superior.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert, ranked No. 4 in the
USCHO.com Division III Poll,
enters the weekend 16-4-1 overall
and 10-3-1 in the NCHA. The Green
Knights split their pair of games
last weekend, falling 3-0 at UW-Eau
Claire on Friday before rebounding
to defeat UW-River Falls 4-2 on
Saturday.

Senior forward Kyle Stroh leads
St. Norbert in scoring with 15 goals
and 17 assists for 32 points. Junior

forward Joe Perry has 11 goals and
16 assists for 27 points. Sophomore
forward Cullen Bradshaw has 13
goals and 12 assists for 25 points,
while senior forward Cody Keefer
has 10 goals and 14 assists for 24
points.

Sophomore goaltender David
Jacobson is 13-4-1 with a 1.55 goals
against average and .930 save per-
centage with a Division IlI-leading
five shutouts. Junior Travis Bosch is
2-0 with a 2.47 goals against aver-
age and .902 save percentage.

St. Norbert is 36-for-115 (31.3 per-
cent) on the power play and is 69-
for-76 (90.8 percent) on the penalty
Kill.

About the Saints:

St. Scholastica enters the game
with an 8-12-1 overall record and a
4-9-1 mark in the NCHA. The
Saints, who are 4-1-1 in their last six
games, lost to UW-Superior 4-3 last
Thursday before topping UW-Stout
4-3 last Friday.

Senior forward Brett Corcoran
leads the Saints in scoring with nine
goals and 11 assists for 20 points.
Junior forward Brandon
Mowakowski ha 10 goals and nine
assists for 19 points. Senior forward
Tyler Miller has five goals and 13
assists for 18 points. Freshman
defenseman Brenden Kotyk has
seven goals - six coming on the
power play - with nine assists for 16
points.

Junior goaltender Colin Rundell
has a 5-9 record with a 3.50 goals
against average and .895 save per-
centage. Freshman Tyler
Bruggeman is 3-3-1 with a 3.41
goals against average and .888 save
percentage.

St. Scholastica is 20-for-105 (19.0
percent) on the power play and is
76-for-101 (75.2 percent) on the
penalty kill.

UW-Superior enters its game
Friday at UW-Stevens Point with an
11-9-1 overall record and a 6-7-1
mark in the NCHA. The
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Yellowjackets, who have lost six of
their last seven games, topped St.
Scholastica 4-3 last Thursday before
falling at UW-Stout 4-1 last
Saturday. The Yellowjackets also
lost an exhibition on Sunday to the
U.S. 18-Under national team by a 7-
1 score on Sunday.

Junior forward Pat Dalbec leads
the Yellowjackets in scoring with 14
goals and 12 assists for 26 points.
Junior forward Joey Massingham
has nine goals and 13 assists for 22
points. Junior defenseman Jeff
Forsythe has five goals and 12
assists for 17 points, while senior
forward Kyle Leahy has three goals
and 10 assists for 13 points.

Junior goaltender Drew
Strandberg is 8-5-1 with a 2.85 goals
against average and .872 save per-
centage. Freshman Ryan Pinoniemi
is 2-2 with a 3.21 goals against aver-
age and .865 save percentage.
Freshman Dennis Nordmark is 1-2
with a 3.80 goals against average
and .811 save percentage.

Superior is 19-for-95 (20.0 per-
cent) on the power play and is 74-
for-87 (79.6 percent) on the penalty
Kill.

Keefer Komments:

With his goal on Nov. 24 against
Lawrence, St. Norbert senior for-
ward Cody Keefer became the 13th
player in school history to score 50
career goals.

Keefer moved into a tie for eighth
place on the all-time list with a goal
in Jan. 11th’s 5-0 win over UW-
Superior. Keefer is now tied with
Spencer Carbery (2004-06) with 55
career goals. Connor Hughes sits in
seventh place with 60 career goals
from 2003-06.

Keefer has 104 points (55-49-104)
in 110 career games. Only three
other players in St. Norbert history
with at least 50 career goals have
more lifetime goals than assists.
Maris Ziedins was 74-71-145 from
2000 to 2003, Bruce Henderson was
62-49-109 from 1989 to 1991, and
Carbery was 55-45-100 from 2004 to
2006.

Home Sweet Cornerstone:

St. Norbert is 175-19-11 at the
Cornerstone Community Center,
which includes a 9-4-1 mark there
its first season in the building in
2000-01. The Green Knights have 14
of their 25 regular-season games at
the Cornerstone this season.

St. Norbert is 154-11-8 in its last
171 games at the Cornerstone
Community Center.

The Green Knights had a 25-game
home winning streak - the second-
longest in NCAA Division III histo-
ry - snapped with a 2-2 tie to
Gustavus Adolphus last Nov. 4. St.
Norbert also owns the NCAA
Division III record with a 36-game
home winning streak set Oct. 25,
2002 to Oct. 29, 2004.

In the last 11-plus seasons, the
Green Knights are a sparkling 165-
14-10 at the Cornerstone, with three
losses and one tie coming to nation-
al champion UW-Superior during
the 2001-02 season.

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
253-41-17 at home, which includes
games at Brown County Arena,
Resch Center and De Pere Ice
Arena.

Tough After Two:

St. Norbert is 15-0 this season
when leading after two periods.
The Green Knights finished 17-1-1
last season when leading after two
periods following a pair of 4-1 wins
over Norwich and Oswego State,
respectively, at the NCAA Division
III Frozen Four.

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
an astounding 230-1-2 at home
when up after two periods.

St. Norbert had a home unbeaten
streak when leading after two peri-
ods of 200 games (197-0-3) before it
was snapped by UW-Stout in a 4-3
overtime loss on Feb. 7, 2009 -
Coghlin’s only home setback when
leading after two.

At home, St. Norbert is 248-2-3 in
school history when leading after
two periods. The Green Knights'
lone other loss when up after two
periods on their own ice came on
Nov. 18, 1989 in a 3-1 loss to
