St. Norbert coach Tim Coghlin

(UW-Stevens Point, 1989) is 434-
118-46 in his 20th season in De Pere.
The Green Knights are 289-48-29 in
the last 12-plus seasons. Coghlin’s
424 wins as a coach in the NCHA is
the league record, 54 more than
Bemidji State’s Bob Peters’ 370 wins.
Coghlin’s six NCAA championship
game appearances are the second
most in Division III history. Coghlin
became just the 37th coach in col-
lege hockey history (all divisions) to
win 400 games when St. Norbert
beat UW-Stout 4-2 on Jan. 20, 2012.

UW-Eau Claire coach Matt Loen
(UW-Eau Claire, 1995) is 81-72-13 in
his sixth season in Eau Claire.

This Year:
UW-Eau Claire leads the season

series with St. Norbert with a 2-1-1
record.

UW-Eau Claire took three points
from St. Norbert with a 5-3 win and
3-3 tie on Nov. 16-17 at the
Cornerstone Community Center.
The Blugolds then claimed a 3-0
win on Jan. 25 at Hobbs Ice Center,
a result that ultimately decided the
NCHA regular-season champi-
onship.

The Green Knights picked up
their first win of the year against the
Blugolds last Saturday with a 3-0
win in the NCHA Peters Cup cham-
pionship game at Hobbs Ice Center
in Eau Claire.

NCAA Tournament Appearances:
St. Norbert is making its 14th

overall NCAA Division III
Tournament appearance, all coming
within in the last 17 years. The
Green Knights are 22-10-1 all-time
in NCAA competition, have
reached eight Frozen Fours, and
have won 13 of their last 14 NCAA
Tournament games. St. Norbert
won national championships in
2008, 2011 and 2012, and was the
national runner-up in 2004, 2006

and 2010. The Green Knights are
just one of three programs in
NCAA Division III history to have
won consecutive national champi-
onships (UW-Stevens Point 1989-91
and Middlebury 1995-99 and 2004-
06).

UW-Eau Claire is making its sec-
ond NCAA Division III
Tournament appearance, and its
first since 1989. The Blugolds are 1-
2 all-time in the tournament.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert, ranked No. 1 in the

USCHO.com Division III Poll,
enters the game 23-5-1 overall. The
Green Knights, who have won their
last seven games, captured their
11th NCHA Peters Cup Playoffs
championship with a 3-0 win over
UW-Eau Claire last Saturday at
Hobbs Ice Center.

Senior forward Kyle Stroh leads
St. Norbert in scoring with 19 goals
and 21 assists for 40 points. Senior
forward Cody Keefer has 17 goals
and 16 assists for 33 points, while
junior forward Joe Perry has 11
goals and 20 assists for 31 points.
Sophomore forward Cullen
Bradshaw has 13 goals and 14
assists for 27 points, while fresh-
man forward Tyler Zepeda has nine
goals and 14 assists for 23 points.

Sophomore goaltender David
Jacobson is 20-5-1 with a 1.60 goals
against average and .932 save per-
centage. Junior Travis Bosch is 2-0
with a 2.02 goals against average
and .906 save percentage.

St. Norbert is 39-for-140 (27.9 per-
cent) on the power play and is 88-
for-98 (89.8 percent) on the penalty
kill.

About the Blugolds:
UW-Eau Claire, ranked No. 4 in

the USCHO.com Division III Poll,
enters the game with a 21-5-2 over-
all record. The Blugolds, 3-2 in their
last five games, won a first-round
NCAA Division III Tournament
game on Wednesday with a 4-2 win
over St. John’s at Hobbs Ice Center
in Eau Claire.

Senior forward Jordan Singer
leads the Blugolds in scoring with
20 goals and 13 assists for 33 points.
Junior forward Mark Pustin has
nine goals and 17 assists for 26
points, while senior forward
Andrew McCabe has seven goals
and 17 assists for 24 points. Junior
forward Daniel Olszewski has six
goals and 16 assists for 22 points.

Senior goaltender Brandon
Stephenson, this year’s NCHA
Player of the Year, is 19-4-2 with a
2.17 goals against average and .928
save percentage. Senior Alex Bjerk
is 2-1 with a 2.31 goals against aver-
age and .901 save percentage.

Eau Claire is 22-for-102 (21.6 per-
cent) on the power play and is 76-
for-91 (83.5 percent) on the penalty
kill.

WIAC Wisdom:
Saturday’s game with UW-Eau

Claire marks the final time St.
Norbert will face a UW System
school with the Northern Collegiate
Hockey Association in its tradition-
al membership including the five
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference schools. The WIAC five
are departing the NCHA following
the season and will compete as a
stand-alone league starting next
winter.

St. Norbert, which entered the
NCHA in 1994-95, owns 13 NCHA
regular-season championships and
11 Peters Cup titles, both NCHA
records. Since the 2002-03 season,
the first year the Green Knights
advanced to the NCAA Division III
Frozen Four, St. Norbert is 126-21-
16 against the WIAC schools. In
program history, St. Norbert is 202-
74-28 all-time against the WIAC.

Since 2002-03, St. Norbert is 29-3-
1 against UW-Stevens Point, 30-3-2
against UW-Eau Claire, 25-5-1
against UW-River Falls, 21-5-3
against UW-Stout and 21-5-8
against UW-Superior.

Tourney Tidbits:
St. Norbert finished last year’s

national championship run with a
glittering 13-1 record in its last 14

NCAA Tournament games. The
stretch covers its last four NCAA
Tournament appearances dating
back to 2008.

The Green Knights went 3-0 in
both 2008 and 2011 en route to win-
ning NCAA Division III national
championships both years. St.
Norbert was 3-1 during the 2010
tournament, losing 2-1 in double
overtime to Norwich in the national
title game. St. Norbert went 4-0 in
2012 to finish its most recent “Run
for the Roses.”

St. Norbert, 22-10-1 all-time in the
tournament, has suffered overtime
losses in its last two NCAA
Tournament eliminations.
Including the aforementioned
Norwich game, St. Norbert lost to
Oswego State 4-3 in overtime in a
national semifinal game in the 2007
Frozen Four at UW-Superior.

Coghlin Count:
St. Norbert head coach Tim

Coghlin brings a record of 434-118-
46 into this weekend.

The Green Knights’ 5-0 win over
UW-Superior on Jan. 11 moved
Coghlin out of a tie with the late
Shawn Walsh for 30th place on the
all-time NCAA hockey coaches win
list. Walsh went 423-188-47 in 17
years at Maine, coaching from 1985
to 2001.

Bill Wilkinson (Western Michigan
1983-99 and Wayne State 2000-08) is
29th on the list at 437-469-81 in 26
seasons. Trinity’s John Dunham
(1975-2007) sits in 28th place with a
record of 441-306-34 in 33 seasons.

One-Goal Observations:
St. Norbert has had a dearth of

one-goal games this season until
recently. Three of St. Norbert’s last
four games have been decided by
one goal.

St. Norbert, 4-2 in one-goal games
this season, swept UW-Stout on
Feb. 15-16 in a NCHA Peters Cup
Playoffs quarterfinal series, both by
3-2 scores. The Green Knights then
beat St. Scholastica 2-1 on Feb. 23 in
the semifinal round for their third-
straight one-goal win. The Green

Knights’ other one-goal win came in
a 3-2 overtime win at Augsburg on
Nov. 2.

The only other time St. Norbert
has won three consecutive one-goal
games in school history came in the
2008 post-season. St. Norbert
topped St. Scholastica 1-0 in the
Peters Cup semifinals, then defeat-
ed Stout 4-3 in overtime for the
Peters Cup championship. The
Green Knights then tipped St.
Thomas in a memorable 2-1 over-
time decision in the quarterfinals of
the NCAA Division III Tournament.

The Green Knights have never
won four consecutive one-goal
games.

St. Norbert’s two one-goal losses
this season came 2-1 at Gustavus
Adolphus on Nov. 3 and 4-3 at
home to Stout on Jan. 18.

Keefer Komments:
With his goal on Feb. 9 against

UW-Stevens Point, St. Norbert sen-
ior forward Cody Keefer became
the eighth player in school history
to score 60 career goals.

Keefer had two goals in the
NCHA Peters Cup Playoffs quarter-
final series against UW-Stout and
moved into a three-way tie with
Marc Belanger (2005-08) and Bruce
Henderson (1989-91) for fourth
place on the St. Norbert career goals
leaders with 62. Jason Deitsch (2002-
05) is third all-time with 64 career
goals.

Keefer has 113 points (62-51-113)
in 118 career games. Only three
other players in St. Norbert history
with at least 50 career goals have
more lifetime goals than assists.
Maris Ziedins was 74-71-145 from
2000 to 2003, Henderson was 62-49-
109 from 1989 to 1991, and Spencer
Carbery was 55-45-100 from 2004 to
2006.

Keefer has six game-winning
goals this season, which is one short
of the school record of seven set by
Johan Ryd in 2010-11. One more
game-winner would also match Rob
Smillie (1996-99) and Connor
Hughes (2003-06) for the career lead
at St. Norbert with 13.

The Green Knights had a 25-game
home winning streak - the second-
longest in NCAA Division III history -
snapped with a 2-2 tie to Gustavus
Adolphus last Nov. 4. St. Norbert also
owns the NCAA Division III record
with a 36-game home winning streak
set Oct. 25, 2002 to Oct. 29, 2004.

In the last 11-plus seasons, the Green
Knights are a sparkling 169-15-10 at

the Cornerstone, with three losses and
one tie coming to national champion
UW-Superior during the 2001-02 sea-
son.

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
257-42-17 at home, which includes
games at Brown County Arena, Resch
Center and De Pere Ice Arena.

Tough After Two:
St. Norbert is 22-0 this season when

leading after two periods.  The Green
Knights finished 17-1-1 last season
when leading after two periods follow-
ing a pair of 4-1 wins over Norwich
and Oswego State, respectively, at the
NCAA Division III Frozen Four.
