The
Green Knights were swept last
weekend in a road trip to
Minnesota, losing 5-3 at St. Mary’s
on Friday and 8-1 at seventh-
ranked Gustavus Adolphus on
Saturday.

Freshman forward Katie Conlon
has a team-high three points so far
this season, scoring two goals and
one assist. Freshman forward Jade
Popescul has one goal and one
assist for two points. Sophomore
forwards Karissa Anderson and
Tarraneh Dadgar and sophomore
defensemen Lotta Haarala and
Laurel Hill all have two assists
apiece for two points.

Sophomore goaltender Katie
Aluia had a 13-save shutout against
St. Benedict in her only start this
season. Sophomore Mandy
Montgomery made 19 saves in the
loss to St. Mary’s, while sophomore
Kaley Gibson - a first-team All-
NCHA selection last season - had 32
saves against Gustavus Adolphus.

St. Norbert is 2-for-13 (15.4 per-
cent) on the power play and is 13-
for-23 (65.0 percent) on the penalty
kil

About the Blugolds:
UW-Eau Claire enters the week-

end searching for its first win of the
season at 0-3-1 overall and 0-2 in the
NCHA. The Blugolds lost and tied
to Bethel 6-1 and 2-2 on Oct. 28-29,
respectively. Eau Claire was swept
at home by St. Scholastica last
weekend with a pair of 4-3 losses.

Junior forward Emily Haluska
leads Eau Claire in scoring with two
goals and one assist for three
points. Junior forward Casey
McMullen has one goal and two
assists for three points. Senior for-
ward Toni Simones, junior forward
Dani Kerr and sophomore defense-
man Stephanie Hatcher all have one
goal and one assist for two points.

Junior goaltender Morgan Pieper
has an 0-1-1 record with a 2.92 goals
against average and .915 save per-
centage. Junior Mara Stormer is 0-2
with a 5.25 goals against average
and .825 save percentage.

Eau Claire is 1-for-15 (6.7 percent)
on the power play and 11-for-15
(73.3 percent) on the penalty kill.

Pre-Season Prognostications:

St. Norbert was picked by the
NCHA coaches to fourth in this sea-
son’s league pre-season poll.

Defending champion UW-River
Falls received 10 first-place votes
and 190 points. UW-Superior
received the other first-place vote
and totaled 162 points. Adrian was
tabbed for third with 150 points,
while St. Norbert was fourth with
136 points.

There was a large drop off in
points between fourth and fifth,
with UW-Stevens Point getting 98
points for the No. 5 spot. Lake
Forest was sixth with 96 points,
while UW-Eau Claire was seventh
with 88 points. St. Scholastica was
slotted eighth with 74 points.

Concordia-Wis. was ninth with 68
points, Finlandia tenth with 22
points and Marian 11th with 16
points.
